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Equal Citizenship And
Appreciative Inquiry

This module helps participants understand equal citizenship within the context
of Pakistan’s constitution and links it to the approach of "Appreciative inquiry”

Appreciative Inquiry (Al): It is a strength based positive approach that allows for a
healthy discourse through positive examples of equal citizenship and builds on
these examples to highlight areas for improvement. Journalists wanting to cover
sensitive or complex themes can learn how to use this technique to create
meaningful stories while also ensuring their safety.
